Introduction

General Machine Products Company (“Company” or “We") respect your privacy and are
committed to protecting it through our compliance with this policy.

This policy describes the types of information we may collect from you or that you may provide

Information You Provide To Us. The information we collect on or through our Websites may
include:

e Records and copies of your correspondence (including email addresses), if you
contact us.
e Your search queries on the Websites.

Information We Collect Through Automatic Data Collection Technologies. As you navigate
through and interact with our Websites, we may use automatic data collection technologies to
collect certain information about your equipment, browsing actions, and patterns, including:

About How We Use and Disclose Your Information for information on how you can opt out of
behavioral tracking on this website and how we respond to web browser signals and other
mechanisms that enable consumers to exercise choice about behavioral tracking.

The information we collect automatically is statistical data and may include personal
information or we may maintain it or associate it with personal information we collect in other
ways or receive from third parties.
